Level of knowledge of mothers in BCG vaccination in Kinshasa 
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Summary 
Context and objective. The fight against tuberculosis needs the involvement of mothers at each stage of disease 
manageme
to evaluate the knowledge of mothers on tuberculosis and the BCG vaccine and to identify factors associated to 
this knowledge.  Methods. A survey was conducted on mothers taking their children aged 0-5 years to pediatric 
visits in Kinshasa hospitals between September and December 2015. All children had to be vaccinated with BCG 
vaccine. Results. 380 chidren were examined along with their mothers. The average age of the mothers was 29.3 ± 
6.4 years ans. 45.8% of mothers had a middle level education and about half of the mothers (56.8%) had more 
than 1 child. The median age of children was 16 months (range: 6 days-59 months). The main reasons for medical 
visits of children were fever (51.8%) followed by cough (12.9%). As for the level of knowledge on the disease, 
92.6% of mothers declared they heard about tuberculosis. However, only 44.2% knew that tuberculosis was a 
transmissible disease, 29.2% knew about its mode of transmission and 77.1% were able to list at least one of the 
signs of tuberculosis. Disease prevention by the vaccine was recognized by 67.4% of mothers, but only 14.2% 
knew that BCG was indeed the vaccine against tuberculosis. The young age, the low level of education and the 
poor conditions of residence were associated to the low level of knowledge on tuberculosis by mothers. 
Conclusion. Only 1 out of 7 mothers had a good knowledge on the BCG. Since the WHO currently recommends 
the « End TB » strategy with the objective of disease elimination by the year 2035, there is a need to improve the 
level of knowledge of mothers on the tuberculosis and its prevention. This should constitute a major contribution 
in the fight against the disease affecting children.
