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Summary 
The Marie-Yvette clinic in Kinshasa, specialized in 
digestive tract diseases and interventional digestive 
endoscopy, started its activities in November 2015. 
The purpose of this study was to highlight the role of 
the endoscopy nurse in the management of 
gastrointestinal bleeding. 
Methods. All cases of gastrointestinal bleeding 
supported from November 2015 to October 2017 were 
included. The parameters studied were the preparation 
of the materials by the endoscopist nurse, the presence 
in the room of the endoscopist nurse during the 
management of the digestive hemorrhage, and the joint 
manipulation of the materials during the interventional 
procedure. 
Results. Ninety-eight patients, 59 men and 39 women, 
were treated during this period for gastrointestinal 
bleeding. In all cases (100% of cases), the endoscopy 
equipment was prepared by the endoscopist nurse 
before the endoscopic procedure. In the operating 
room, the endoscopy nurse was present in all cases of 
management of digestive haemorrhages (100%). 
During the surgical procedure, she helped the operator 
in the handling of materials in all cases (100%). 
Conclusion. The endoscopist nurse plays a role in all 
stages of the preparation and endoscopic management 
of patients with gastrointestinal bleeding. Its 
endoscopic help role is essential for the operator. 
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Résumé 
La Clinique Marie-Yvette à Kinshasa, spécialisée en 
digestive interventionnelle, a débuté ses activités en 
novembre 2015.
